1. Install Supply Lines

Press firmly and screw in the
flexible hose water supply lines.
Tighten with fingers.

3. Mount Faucet To
Sink

Place the hoses and shaft through
flange. Then insert the gasket into
the flange and put through the
faucet hole in the sink. Position the
rubber and metal washers on the
shaft. Tighten faucet to sink with
the nut. Tighten with a wrench.
Overtightening will cause ceramic
sinks to chip.
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2. Screw In Threaded
Shafts

Screw in the threaded shaft.
Tighten with fingers.
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4. Connect Supply Lines
Finish the faucet installation by 0
connecting the house’s hot and

cold water lines to the facuet’s

supply lines. Usually faucet's

supply line will connect to angle

stop valves. Tighten with a B\
wrench.
